Are You On Track?

     Make sure that you are on track to graduate by visiting: Cunningham High School Graduation Requirements.  You may also want to see if you are meeting the: Qualified Admission standards for Kansas.  To help plan your high school career, look over the course descriptions file.

EXPLORE, PLAN and PrACT

     All freshmen begin their high school career by taking the EXPLORE test in late October. All sophomores will take the PLAN test in late October.  This test is a sophomore level ACT and is used for career planning.  Juniors will take the PrACT that same week in late  October.  This test is also used for career planning and is final step before taking the actual ACT.

The College Decision

     What to do after high school is perhaps one of the most important decisions you will make.  To help seniors consider all their options the district allows them two days to visit postsecondary schools.  You are strongly encouraged to use them.  Before making a visit you might want to read article on college visitation. Many college representatives come to CHS to visit with students.  Watch the bulletin board for the schedule and let the counselor know if you wish to meet with a representative.

Money For College

    There is a wealth of information online concerning financial aid, including some very good scholarship searches.  Follow the financial aid link and see for yourself.  Don’t neglect the local scholarships.  Before filling out scholarship applications you should read completing applications and forms file.

ACT Testing

     Seniors, remember to register and take the ACT.  Use Code 170-725 for Cunningham High School; our test center Code is 194-790.  Don’t put it off and miss the deadlines.  Pick up a packet in the counselor’s office or register online at: ACT.  Juniors should plan to take the April or June test. Check the bulletin board for current deadlines and testing dates.

CHS Local Scholarships

   Seniors:  Most Local Scholarship Applications are available to you in “Word” format.  Simply open the scholarship form, fill it out on the computer and print.  No need to look for a typewriter or send in a handwritten application.  You will find some on the file “Local Scholarships” located on the blackboard file, and you may work on them at your leisure.  Most scholarships are available from the official school web page. Additionally many scholarships are received in the mail each week.
