Motion made by Vicki Oldham, seconded by Abby Bock, to approve the agenda as presented. Yeas:  Miller, Halderson, Oldham, Green, Osner, Bock.  Nays:  none.  Motion carried 6-0.  

President Miller welcomed Roberta to the meeting.

Superintendent Arnberger summarized the information he will have at the August meeting. 

Principal Dunlap discussed upcoming events, including enrollment, Jump Start, and In-service.  He also talked about Graduation requirement changes from the state and 25-26 Football. 

Member Bjorn Halderson reported that he was not able to attend the June meeting but notes from the agenda show talks of policy review, Medicaid payment errors, handbook approval, KPP MOU approval and Budget review.

Discussion of the Kingman Co Neighborhood revitalization impact. No motion to participate in the neighborhood revitalization for Kingman county was made. Agreement fail defaults to No Vote. 

Superintendent Arnberger reviewed that the needs assessment was part of the strategic plan that was discussed at the board retreat. He also shared that due to the current assessment in Pratt we will exceed the Revenue Neutral rate and certify that to the county by Friday. 

President Miller opened a discussion of the Preschool fees for 25-26. A review of the wording of the vote for fees determined that a new vote was needed.

Motion made by Abby Bock, seconded by Jason Osner, to amend the language of the preschool fees to 229.25 per month beginning September 1, 2025.  Yeas:  Miller, Halderson, Oldham, Green, Osner, Bock.  Nays:  none.  Motion carried 6-0.
